What are the consequences if | do not meet the expectations of the program?
e MRI staff, teachers, or chaperones will give me a verbal warning regarding behaviors and actions that

e After a second warning-my parent/guardian may be contacted.
e A third violation of expectations will result in dismissal from the program.

The following may result in immediate dismissal from the program:

Bullying, harassing, or using derogatory/hateful language towards another person or group of people.
Touching a peer or adult in a physically or sexually aggressive manner.

Possessing or being under the influence of alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or weapons.

Leaving the program area without permission from a staff member.

Respectful and effective communication with all participants and their parents.

Helping you have a safe and fun experience.

Addressing problems that are brought to our attention.

Creating an environment where everyone is welcomed and given the opportunity to succeed.
